Dana was first 
proposed to be 
established as a 
nature reserve after 
the Clarke mission 
in 1975. which 
emphasized its 
importance to wild 
species of fauna 
and flora as well as 
its scenic values. 
It was established 
in 1993 and an-
nounced as the first 
biosphere reserve 
in Jordan in 1996 
since it integrated 
conservation with 
socio-economic 
development.
