Ajloun Forest 
Reserve was es-
tablished in 1987 
to protect the 
Evergreen Oak 
vegetation type in 
Jordan. In 2006, the 
extinct Roe Deer 
was re-introduced 
to the reserve area 
after a long-term 
breeding program. 
Ajloun Forest 
Reserve still faces 
several threats, as 
the shape of the 
reserve and its 
borders have been 
negatively affected 
by the presence 
of private lands 
around it.
