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Stop Habitat Loss to Save 
Sumatran Elephant
The future of the rare Sumatran elephant 
is at risk from habitat loss and it could be 
wiped out within 30 years, says top conser-
vation group WWF. The Sumatran elephant 
population has already been halved in a 
generation and almost 70% of its habitat 
has been lost due to deforestation and plan-
tations, the environmental group says.
