Dibeen Forest 
Reserve was es-
tablished in 2004, 
to protect a repre-
sentative sample 
of the Aleppo Pine 
forest in Jordan. 
It is located in the 
northern part of 
Jordan in Jarash in 
particular over an 
area of 8.5 square 
kilometer. It holds 
the presence of 
150 plant species 
including rare 
orchids and several 
faunal species such 
as Persian Squir-
rel and the Stone 
Marten.
