Snails can hibernate
for three to four
years until the
climate becomes
more suitable for
them.

In September, RSCN announced the creation and launch of the Nature
Station exhibit. Made possible by continuous support and sponsorship
from Arab Bank, RSCN’s Nature Station is a traveling exhibit that teach-
es schoolchildren and the general public all about Jordan’s biodiversity,
environmental threats, and RSCN’s conservation efforts.

With presentations by trained volunteers from RSCN and approximately

in Al-Hussein Parks, Rainbow Park, Al Bsheiri School in Salt, Al-Imam
Malik School in Amman, and the Ruwwad community empowerment
organization impacting over 400 individuals.
