Conservationists are struggling to protect big-
horn sheep on public lands from disease-carrying 
livestock. A seven-year-old bighorn ram, radio 
collared as part of a study by biologists of the Nez 
Perce tribe, stood on a bluff overlooking rancher 
Mick Carlson’s corrals one day in May 2009.

                         

Criminals who poach deer and other animals 
could be tracked through tiny samples of their 
DNA, researchers say. Scientists in Scotland have 
shown it is possible to retrieve human DNA 
from the carcasses of dead animals in quantities 
that can identify the perpetrator.

Jordan is now months away from announcing 
the company they have selected to construct 
the country’s first nuclear reactor. Despite 
growing protests against the country’s nuclear 
plans from residents and environmentalists, 
the Jordanian government is pressing on with 
its nuclear programme.
