A monkey sporting a ginger beard and match-
ing fiery red tail, discovered in a threatened 
region of the Brazilian Amazon, is believed to be 
a species new to science. The primate was found 
in relatively untouched pockets of forest in Mato 
Grosso, the region that has been worst-affected 
by illegal deforestation and land conflicts.
