The Pine Island and The Thwaites Glaciers are 
two of Antarctica’s five largest ice streams. Scien-
tists have found that the flow of these ice streams 
has accelerated in recent years, and suggested 
that if they were to meld, global sea levels would 
rise.  This report, issued by the UN’s Food and 
Agriculture Organization, describes the state of 
these forests today.

Climate change is already having an impact on 
biodiversity, and is projected to become a pro-
gressively more significant threat in the coming 
decade. Loss of Arctic sea ice threatens biodiver-
sity across an entire biome and beyond.

Jordan’s first sold waste recycling center was 
launched June 21st with the aim of encourag-
ing the public to segregate and reuse trash.
